Abstract

This research purposes are to 1) survey the frequency of English vocabulary from
online book ads and 2) to analyze noun-phrase structures in online book ads. Study from
the top 10 book advertisements. The Smashwordcontains the highest number of book ads.
This study chose fiction groups by sub-category from the top 10 of 41,589from 1,000in100
each including (1) Romance, (2) Fantasy, (3) Gay & lesbian fiction, (4) Mystery & detective, (5)
Science fiction, (6) Thriller & suspense, (7). Young adult or teen, (8) Historical fiction, (9)
Adventure and (10) Horror by using Microsoft Excel and the Anton program to analyze
vocabulary frequency and classify noun-phrase structures in three groups: 1) Noun phrase

with pre-modifier, 2.) Noun phrase with post-modifier and 3) Noun phrase with pre and post
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modifier. The results shows that 1) most frequently vocabulary from ads from online books
contain the following words: life (181), new (176), and world (164) 2)The overall of noun
phrase structures that studied are173following as:(1) Adj+N (2,013), (2) N+N (669), (3) Num+N
(258), (4) Adj+N+N (217) and (5) N+and+N (171) showing several noun phrase structures.
However, most of the structures found are simple structures with the prefix and words to

inform the quantity of numbers.
