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Abstract

This research aimed to (1) study personal factors affecting the decision to participate
in activities of undergraduate students at Suan Sunandha Rajabhat University, (2) compare the
differences in personal factors affecting the decision to participate in activities, and (3) study
the factors of organizing activities that influence the decision to participate in activities. The

sample group used in the research was 400 undergraduate students who were randomly
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selected by stratified by faculty and year. The instrument used was a rating scale
questionnaire. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, including percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and inferential statistics, including t-test and ANOVA. The results of the
research found that personal factors by gender and faculty were significantly different (p <
0.05). Females and students in the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences tended to
participate in activities more than other groups. Meanwhile, the factors of organizing activities
that had the most influence on the decision to participate were the interestingness of the
activities, the convenience of participation, and the benefits received, such as activity units or
vocational skills. Therefore, designing activities that are consistent with students’ interests and
professions, developing public relations systems through online media, using a point collection
system or incentive rewards to stimulate participation, and planning policies to promote
participation comprehensively will help the university’s activities achieve the objectives of

student development effectively and truly respond to the needs of students in all groups.
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
