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Abstract

This research aim to study about what level
of public trust toward Election Commission and
which factors that affected to public trust toward
Election Commission The survey result drawn
from there are 798 samplings who have the right
to vote at an election in four northeastern
provinces of Thailand found that almost of public
trust toward Election Commission is in high level
(the mean is equal to 3.1109). From the multiple
regression analysis result showed that factors
which public positive affected toward election
that random order of lowest coefficient values as
follows (1) level of citizens' democratic knowledge
(2) effective check and balance process of an
election (3) fairness and non-discrimination behavior
of the Election Commission (4) communications
effective (5) management capability of the
Election Commission and (6) political neutrality
and the lack of conflict of interest on the Election
Commission. .In the holistic, these six variables
were affected or positively influence to public
trust toward Election Commission at 21.8
percentage. The research result was confirm on
educational and political communication theory.
Also to check and balance theory and political
objectivity theory that without conflict of interest.
So that, Election Commission preservation policy

can be using research result from above to apply.
